Inter-Club Digitally Projected Image Competition (DPIC) Rules/Information
All entrants must be members of a club affiliated to the WCPF for which affiliation fees have been paid and can enter for one club only.

Each club is required to enter 20 images with no more than four images from each photographer and not more than five nature images per club.  Please identify nature entries with N in the nature column (see website for WCPF Nature definition). Any images falling outside the WCPF nature definition may be entered as open images.  All images entered must be entirely the work of the photographer.  Royalty free material and clipart are not allowed (see WCPF website for official WCPF General rules).
Images must not be copies of prints, slides or digital images entered in any previous WCPF Inter-Club or Kingswood Salver competitions.
The competition will be run as a straight battle between clubs with all 20 images from each club contributing towards the final score.

Technical aspects

Please note - 1400 pixels by 1050 pixels is the native resolution of the projector so these dimensions will give optimum viewing.  Images must therefore have a landscape dimension not greater than 1400 pixels wide x 1050 pixels high, and portrait images should be a maximum of 1050 pixels high.  Smaller images are acceptable but will be projected smaller on the screen.  All images must be saved as jpeg files using sRGB colour space.  Please note DiCentra will convert and re-save images with any other colour space. Images to be named using a 2 digit number followed by a space then a title (maximum 30 characters) finishing with underscore (_) and the photographer’s name.   e.g. 01 My Sunrise_Joe Bloggs …………..20 My Sunset_James Last.  
The only keyboard characters to be used in the title are: numbers between 0 and 9 and letters A to Z - i.e. no hyphens quotes commas etc with the exception of the underscore before the photographer’s name.  Your 20 images should be enclosed in a folder with your club name e.g. Backwell CC.  
Club entries to be presented on a CD-R with the club name and contact information printed on the CD or can be downloaded electronically (preferred) using www.dropsend.com.  See Entry Form for details. 
Awards will be selected from images scoring at least one five.  DPIC now has PAGB Patronage.
