PRESIDENTÕS PIECE
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Being on the World-Wide-Web

Browsing through the WCPF Directory, it is interesting to note that of the 98 clubs and societies 
listed, 74 of them have a web site.

My own society, Kingswood P.S have had a website for many years, the first being a very rough and 
ready site created on my personal webspace with my internet server.  Then in 2005, a new member of 
the society who was very clever at creating sites for other photographers, offered to create a more 
modern site for the society.  This was fine until about two years ago when this member moved away 
and the site was not updated regularly.

In the autumn of 2009, the committee decided that a new site was needed to attract new members to 
the society, and I was charged with investigating the various options (Òafter allÓ they said, Òas Presi-
dent you donÕt have much to do so perhaps you could look into the optionsÓ)   I went through the 
WCPF Directory and elsewhere, looking at a great number of sites and came up with two site provid-
ers which I considered would meet our requirements.

After a decision had been reached, the committee asked me to continue with the project and to create 
the web site! (I should have realised this might happen!)  We felt it was essential that the site should 
be modern, attractive and contain News pages, a MembersÕ Gallery, custom pages for the Officers, 
the current Programme and social events, also to cater for our On-Line Newsletter.

After studying the instructions, the html settings etc, I created the pages needed and uploaded text 
and pictures. Some members are reticent to display their pictures, but we now have the work of 20 of 
our members on the site. Obviously we wanted anyone using the Google search engine to find us, 
and it was strongly advised that we should subscribe to Google Analytics.

Our website provider also gave considerable help with suggestions for Meta Tags and keywords 
against each of the main pages on the site.   Google Analytics provide, free of charge, detailed infor-
mation regarding traffic to the site. We went live on 5th December and at the end of the month, I was 
able to obtain detailed information that during the month, the site had received 265 visits with 1904 
page views, average time on site 5 minutes 4 seconds! Visitors had come from eight countries includ-
ing seven from Portugal, two from Canada, two from the USA one from South Africa, one from Aus-
tralia and two from the Netherlands! Much more information is available if you require it. I down-
load this information each month, and the statistics have risen to around the 300 mark.  It also helps 
the Google ÔcrawlerÕ to find the site if you regularly upload something to the News pages, so I com-
pose a weekly paragraph regarding our meetings and if possible, include a photograph.

I am delighted to say that we have four new members entirely as a result of viewing our website Ð so 
can I suggest you take a look?  The URL is:

The next competition in 2011 will  be rather different from previous years, as I have taken into 
consideration all of the suggestions made by you the members, about your competition.

I have been hearing a lot about the International 3.2.1 AV competition, and how popular the 
format is with many of you, that I have changed the concept of our competition to reflect the 
fact that shorter sequences are now very popular, an average of 8 minutes for our last         
competition.

The categories for the 2011 competition will be:

The M.A.D. Trophy  for the Audience Popular Vote.
The Innovation Award. For, in the judgeÕs opinion, something different.    

*** NEW ***  Section 1 The up to 4.59 competition. For Individual / group sequences entries 
of less than 4 minutes 59sec long.
*** NEW *** Section 2 The 5 to 10 competition. For Individual/group sequences entries of  
between 5 and 10 minutes long. 

Individual entrants may enter 2 sequences, and also be part of a group entry of many          
contributors. The same group may also enter 2 sequences. All contributors to sequences must 
be listed. 

There will no longer be a Ò Club Ò entry or competition.

The Coote Challenge Cup will be awarded to the winner of Section 1 
The Presidents Salver will be awarded to the winner of Section 2

Rules? TheyÕre just as above. I canÕt promise that the cost of entering will continue to be as 
low as it is this year, but will keep the costs down as much as I can in the future.
